Everybody else’s performance is expected to reach 50% during the semester! Any performance below this level means denial of registration for the exams. Preparation of the presentations:
Four seminars will be used to discuss issues selected from the lectures. Enrolled students are expected to prepare a short summary from the assigned topics in word (maximum 1 page) and a power point presentation with maximum 5 slides (by selecting slides from the lectures, publications or other sources available on the net). Students are also expected to send these documents to us via e-mail before the actual seminar.

The enrolled students for a given seminar will receive five questions from their topic. 
Evaluation of oral presentations (0-5 pont): Each correct answer is rewarded by 1 points.
0 points:	no oral presentation based on voluntary decision or

		missed deadlines

In the B column of the excel work sheet, one will find a “number/number” referring to “the seminar on which she/he is expected to demonstrate/the serial number of the topic”.
